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ABC Book
Purpose:

This lesson engages students to be thinking of new adjectives or names that 
describe New Hampshire.  

Essential Element: The World in Spatial Terms and Places and Regions

Curriculum Standards:
1. Standard 1: How to use maps and other geographic representations, tools, and technologies to acquire, process, and report information from a spatial perspective.

2. Standard 4: The physical and human characteristics of places.

Objectives:
1. Using the New Hampshire atlas, students will use descriptive words to describe their home state.

2. Using the New Hampshire atlas, students will locate New Hampshire rivers, cities, and towns.
Materials:

· New Hampshire atlas

· Thirteen pieces of blank paper per student

· 1 rubber band per student

· 1 flattened paper clip per student

· Crayons

· Markers
Procedure:  

1. Make ABC book

2. Scavenger hunt through the New Hampshire atlas  




                                                                                                  

3. Share ABC books with another class 

Presentation:

1.  Make ABC Book, (See How to Create the ABC Book).
a. Explain we will make an alphabet book to accompany the New Hampshire atlas.

b. As students think of words they are already familiar with to describe New Hampshire, they can write them in their ABC Book.  (For example: maple tree, pine tree, fairs, farms, winter, rain, and Atlantic Ocean.)
2.  Scavenger hunt through the New Hampshire atlas.

a. Allow students to work in groups with the New Hampshire atlas and their ABC Book.  Have them try to find a word for each letter of the alphabet.  

b. Direct the students to use words of cities, towns, rivers, lakes, counties, settlement centers, weather, people or traditions.  

3.  Share ABC Book.

a. Pair each student in one class with another student from another class.  

b. Allow the creators of the ABC Books to share their books with their peers.  

How to Create the ABC Book
1. Take 13 pieces of 8.5X11 paper and fold in half.

2. Punch two holes through both ends of the book.

3. Take a flattened paper clip and place the ends through the holes, so the book opens from the right.

4. Take an elastic band and loop it around the two ends of the paperclip.

5. This should be the binding of your book.

6. Students will letter each page, A - Z. 

Allow the children to decorate the front of their books, and on the cover, draw   an image that reminds them of New Hampshire.
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
